It occurs when something “snaps” in a driver who might usually be a careful, law-abiding motorist.  “Aggressive” drivers are motorists who often ignore traffic laws, and drive erratically as their “normal” pattern of behavior.  Aggressive drivers may trigger road rage in others, or may develop road rage themselves.  This timely program supports driver education units regarding factors that contribute to impaired driving, particularly the effects that attitudes and emotions have on driving skills and decisions.  The video also provides valuable examples for life skills units on anger management. This video set the standard for backing tractor-trailer combinations.  It demonstrates how to adjust mirrors so that the driver can control the triangle of danger on the sides and back of the trailer.  It then illustrates safe backing in a variety of difficult situations.  

Backing accidents account for over 15% of all bus accident, experts say most of these accidents are preventable with proper training.  This video demonstrates how to teach drivers to make safe backing and parking with small buses.  (This is using a school bus/and full size
